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[image: image1.wmf]Physical changes in matter are changes that affect the look, feel, strength and texture of an object, but do not actually change the material. During a physical change, the particles that make up a substance are moved around. A physical change does not change the particles themselves, it just rearranges them. 

Test these physical changes in matter and fill in the table below:
1. Cut or tear a piece of paper into little pieces.
2. Freeze some water and then melt it again.
3. Dissolve a teaspoon of sugar in 3 tablespoons of water. Time how long it takes to dissolve. Pour the water into a flat dish and leave it until the water evaporates. See how long this takes. If you want, you can find ways to make the evaporation happen faster. Did the actual matter of sugar change when it was dissolved or was it a physical change?
4. Take a candy or some sugar or salt and crush it into smaller pieces.
5. Get help from an adult to boil some water and watch the physical change from a liquid to a gas. Can the gas (water vapour) be changed back into a liquid?
6. Take a frozen pea or other frozen thing out of the fridge. Let it thaw and then squish it!
7. You choose the change. Think of some way you can change some kind of matter so that the matter is still the same material but is physically different in some way.
