    Social Studies Artefact Assignment
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Archaeologists study artefacts. Artefacts are objects that are made and used by people. By studying artefacts, archaeologists can learn how people lived in the past. You can be an archaeologist, too!  
Assignment Due Date:  Monday, November 7th   

Directions:
1) Find 3 artefacts that give important information about you. Photographs, awards/certificates, drawings, a favourite book, and special keepsakes are all examples of artefacts that tell something about you. Imagine what someone could learn if they were to find these items two hundred years from now. 

Important note:

For 1 of the 3 artefacts, you must interview a family member to learn the story behind that item. Oral storytelling is a way we can learn about the past. This could be an item (e.g. a baby blanket) or a moment captured in a photograph that you do not remember. However, by asking questions you can learn the story behind the artefact. 


For example:

Suppose one of your artefacts is a photograph of you as a baby celebrating your first birthday. You would not remember this event because you were too young! You can interview or ask a family member to tell you the story of what is happening in the picture. 
Looking at the above example, some possible questions you might ask during the interview include:
· Where did the birthday party take place?

· Who came to the party?

· Did I eat the cake?

· What was my favourite gift?

2) Decorate a shoebox or other reasonably sized box so it represents you (e.g. add colour, pictures, stickers, etc.).  Place your 3 artefacts inside the box. 

**Make sure your name is neatly written on the box.**
3) You will be sharing your artefacts with your classmates the week of Nov. 7th.   During your presentation the following is expected:
a) Show each artefact and explain the importance of each one.

b) Tell what you learned about one of your artefacts from the person you interviewed. 
**To prepare for this presentation, it is important that you practice what you are going to say. You may choose to use notes written on index cards during the presentation. The notes you use during your presentation should not be your recording form – the ‘Artefact Presentation Organizer’.
IMPORTANT NOTE:  On the back of this sheet there is an organizer to help you prepare. This organizer needs to be submitted on Nov. 7th along with your box of artefacts.
